You may not be aware of which person, but chances are everyone of us knows a person
infected with HIV/AIDS. Some statistics to consider:

e Louisville has the highest incidence of HIV/AIDS in Kentucky.

e Twice as many patients tested HIV position in the first six months of 2007 than did
in the first six months of 2006 at Louisville Metro’s STD Specialty Clinic.

¢ In Kentucky, over 4,500 people have been diagnosed with AIDS.

e 22% of the individuals diagnosed with AIDS in Kentucky in 2000 died within five
years of their diagnosis.

What can we do to help? We can support the Louisville AIDS Walk on Sunday, Sep-
tember 30, by walking or by donating. A contribution toward the walk is an invest-
ment in caring. 100% of net proceeds go to fund direct client services, food, housing,
medication assistance, transportation to and from medical appointments, counseling,
life skills/educational workshops, spiritual retreats, monthly fellowship dinners and
legal assistance.

Indeed, | believe in the separation of church and state. However, that
does not mean that the faith community, as a body or as individuals, can not
speak out regarding injustices that occur within our community, state or na-
tion. Like the prophets of the Old Testament, we also are called upon to
challenge actions or decisions reached by our elected officials or judicial sys-
tem. The church must always be the moral compass of the world. If you
study the gospels, that is precisely what Jesus did on many occasions. He challenged the
religious and political leaders of his day because they misrepresented the intent or mean-
ing of the law. The faith community today must challenge any institution of government
that fails to provide for a just society for everyone. The faith community must do what it
can to bring about needed or necessary changes that affect the entire community.

The recent decision in Lexington regarding Shane Ragland is such a case. | do
not fault the prosecutor or the primary witness. | also realize that from the time of the
murder of a UK football player till Mr. Ragland’s acknowledgment that he in fact did the
shooting, thirteen years had passed. That’s a long time for the family of the football
player to get closure. Mr. Ragland was convicted twice; but a higher court overturned the
verdict. He served approximately 4 years, but part of that was home incarceration. It
seems to me that this individual got special treatment because his father is wealthy. If he
had lived in the Portland or west end areas of Louisville, I’'m confident the results would
have been different. A person from the low income and minority sectors of society
would have been convicted to life in prison without parole for committing a similar inci-
dent. There needs to be an overhaul of the judicial system that allows a person of status
or wealth to receive a lesser sentence. There is no justice when this type of action occurs
over and over in society. No wonder there is unrest and anger within our communities.

I am also concerned about the manner in which government enacts policies that
relate to children and older adults. In America today, nine million children do not have
health insurance. In many cases the parent is working, but does not earn enough money
to secure medical coverage for their children. Many older adults, because of limited re-
tirement income, are forced to choose between filling prescriptions or buying food.

America, one of the wealthiest nations in the world, needs to seriously review its
policies and find solutions that will be equitable and just for all of its citizens: young or
old, rich or poor, majority or minority, etc. The faith community, YOU AND I, must
speak up on behalf of society and say to our elected officials, “stop politicking, stop ig-
noring the critical issues facing society, and pass legislation that will be just to everyone
in our great nation.” As scripture indicates, if ONE suffers, we ALL suffer. Not only
speak up, but speak out by voting. This is our civic responsibility. Let your prophetic
voice be heard by casting your vote at election time. Call or write your elected officials
and voice your concerns. The faith community is called to proclaim JUSTICE FOR
ALL.
